After breakfast, proceed to ManQing Street thereafter visit to ShenYang Imperial Palace.lt is the only existing royal
palace in China outside of the Forbidden City in Beijing.After lunch continue journey to “Hong Kong of the North -
DALIAN”. Upon arrival proceed to Da Shang walking street, you may enjoy the shopping fun over there.

Day 5 DALIAN "¢ - ' SHENYANG (B/L/D)

After breakfast, proceeds our fantastic tour along the Binhai Road Sightseeing, nicknamed “Hawaii of the East”. On
one side is the mountain and on the other side is the island and the reefs.
