Day 01  Kuala Lumpur ����  Chengdu         (D) Hotel: Golden Lotus Hotel or similar 
Meeting at LCCT for your flight to Chengdu,The capital of Sichuan Province,It is a city that hadn’t 

changed its name and location for 2000 years.An ancient city decorated with embroidery and brocade, 

rooted from endless fertile land and embraced by two dynamic and tranquil rivers.This is Chengdu,a city 

you can never to say goodbye to;its clear water,blue sky and warm hospitality indulge you in pleasure 

without stop. Upon arrive,  visit to Kuanzai Lane, Walking across the street with ancient architecture and 

modern shops,tourists feel as if they are lost in time. 

 

Day 02  Chengdu ����  Leshan ����  E'meishan  (B/L/D)  Hotel: Love Touch Hotel or similar 
After breakfast,board a coach for your journey to Leshan Giant Buddha.Located in the joint of Min 

River,Qingyi River and Dadu River in Leshan,Leshan Giant Buddha,a statue of seated Maitreya in the 

Tang Dynasty,was built on the precipice of Lingyun Mountain Qixia Peak.It cost over 90 years to build this 

statue,and this statue totals 71 meters high.It is said that “The mountain is a Buddha,and the Buddha is a 

mountain.”Leshan Giant Buddha,the biggest stone Buddha statue in the world. 

 

Day 03  E'meishan ����  Chengdu     (B/L/D)Hotel: Golden Lotus Hotel or similar 
After breakfast,visit to Bao Guo Temple.The temple was first built in the Eastern Han Dynasty and is one 

of the four major buddhist temples in southern China.The magnificent temple has five grand halls and 16 

courtyards,covering a total area of 80,000 square metres.The temple was damaged and rebuilt 

repeatedly.Its 30-metre-high Sarira Pagoda was built in the Tang Dynasty(618-907).The 500 sculptures 

housed in the Arhat Hall are extremely vivid and lifelike.then visit to Fu Hu Temple,It is special for 

Buddhist nun. Then drop back to chengdu. After dinner, transfer to changdu. 

 

Day 04  Chengdu       (B/L/D)Hotel: Golden Lotus Hotel or similar 
After breakfast,visit to Wangjiang Park .It located in the Chengdu, south Jiuyanqiao Jinjiang Chengdu 

famous tourist attractions. Then visit to Wenshu Temple, this complex founded in the 6
th

 century,lies in 

the northern part of the city. The present halls date from 1691.The most important buildings are:Tian-wang 

Hall,Sandashi Hall, the Great Buddha Hall, Shuofa Hall and Cangjing Tower. The more than 100 bronze 

Buddhist figures in the temple are especially worth seeing; most of them were cast during the Qing 

Dynasty. Shuofa Tang hall contains 10 iron figures from the Song Dynasty.

After breakfast,take free and easy at Chunxi Road Pedestrian Street. After Lunch, transfer to airport for
