DAY 1 ARRIVE SRI LANKA - SIGIRIYA - SIGIRIYA ROCK FORTRESS -
DAMBULLA CAVES (L/D)
Sigiriya Rock Fortress is home to the 5th Century “Fortress in the
Sky” which is perhaps the most fantastic single wonder of the
Island. It is also known as Lion Rock because of the huge lion that
used to stand at the entrance to the fortress. On its summit are
the foundations of what was once a great and sumptuous palace
and gardens complete with swimming pool.

Dambulla Cave Temple - first came to use as a refuge for King
Valagambahu in 1st century BC. This cave temple has the largest
number of Buddha statues all housed in one place, including a 14
meter long, colossal figure of the recumbent Buddha carved out
of the rock.

DAY 2 SIGIRIYA — ENROUTE VISIT SPICE GARDEN —CITY TOUR OF KANDY
(INCL TEMPLE OF TOOTH RELIC)-CULTURAL SHOW (B/L/D)

After breakfast we drive to the sacred city of Kandy, UNESCO
World Heritage site. En route, stop by Spice Garden in Matale to
see the different spices which famous in Sri Lanka. Upon arrival at
Kandy, sightseeing covering the Upper Lake Drive, Market Square,
Art & Crafts Centre, Gem Museum, and the Royal Botanical
Gardens which started in 1374 as a pleasure garden of the King of
Kandy.

Next we visit the Temple of the Tooth Relic (Sri Dalada
Maligawa) - the most sacred shrine in Buddhism. It is within

this magnificent temple that the sacred Tooth relic of Buddha is
enshrined. In the evening we will have an opportunity to witness a
cultural show featuring various dance types of Sri Lanka. Get
ready for Heavy drumbeat and acrobatic act.

DAY 3 KANDY — NUWARA ELIYA ENROUTE VISIT TEA PLANTATIONS, TEA
FACTORY & WATER FALLS-CITY TOUR IN NUWARA ELIYA (B/L/D)

After breakfast we proceed to Nuwara Eliya, (City of Lights), also
known as 'Little' England', which was the favourite hill station of
the British who tried to create Nuwara Eliya into a typical English
Village. All around Nuwara Eliya you will see evidence of the
British influence. Houses are like country cottages or Queen Ann
style mansions. You would also be awed by the breathtaking
views of valleys, waterfalls, meadows, mountains and greenery.
Enjoy “Tea experience”, which involves a visit a plantation to
observe firsthand the process, starting from the plucking field
where it all begins with the picking of “two leaves and a bud” to
the factory where the processing begins.

DAY 4 NUWARA ELIYA — COLOMBO (B/L/D)
COLOMBO CITY TOUR — ODEL UNLIMITED - SHOPPING IN COLOMBO

After breakfast upon arrival in Colombo, we take a drive through the
city with a visit to the Fort, originally a fort during the Portuguese and
Dutch periods but now a major commercial center of the country and
housing major offices, big hotels, shops and restaurants. Adjacent to
the Fort is Pettah - Colombo's leading bazaar district. It has narrow
cobbled streets lined with shops and street stalls that offer the most
fantastic bargains and the most unimaginable range of goods. Probably
the most famous street in Pettah is the mile long Sea Street which
contains the capital's goldsmith workshops and gold markets. Next we
visit the Dutch Church of Wolfendhal dating back to 1749. Then we visit
the Bandaranaike Memorial International Convention Hall or BMICH.
Later to Aukana and look up at the Buddha statue, 12 metres high,
carved from living rock and finally to Independence Square.
