The bronze statue of late President Chiang Kai-Shek looks out
over the city from the main building.

Here you can also try some
famous local dish as is Taro and Sweet Potato Ball etc.

In this cultural center, you can see Amei people’s unique life style
and enjoy delicious Amei cuisines.
