DAY 01 ARRIVE JAKARTA

DAY 02 JAKARTA – SIGHTSEEING 
After Breakfast at hotel we will try this morning ‘Best introduction on 
Indonesia’ program and find the genuine culture and tradition of 
Indonesia.  Below is the choice of your half day Jakarta Sightseeing 
tour: 
 
OPTION A : HALF DAY TOUR TO INDONESIA IN MINIATURE PARK  
This tour featuring the following objects and attractions: 
BEAUTIFUL INDONESIA IN MINIATURE PARK, An extensive theme park set in 
over 100 hectares on the outskirts of Jakarta, the Taman Mini Indonesia Indah 
(Beautiful Indonesia in Miniature Park) is Indonesia's answer to every visitor's prayer 
to see the magnificent archipelago in just one day. All the Indonesian islands are 
realistically reproduced in miniature in a central lake and around the lake are 
pavilions to represent the 26 provinces in Indonesia. Each pavilion is representative 
of each province from the traditional architectural style in miniature to a wonderful 
display of cultural items and exhibits.  
MUSEUM INDONESIA, Inside the Taman Mini Indonesia Indah is Museum 
Indonesia, a three-story edifice in traditional Balinese architecture. The museum 
houses a vast collection of Indonesian contemporary arts and crafts, traditional 
costumes from the various regions, puppets, musical instruments, masks, and daily 
life utensils. 
MONAS (National Monument), Visits the National Monument 
NOTE: Taman Mini Indonesia Indah is closed on Monday, instead you'll visit to 
Monument Pancasila Sakti at Lubang Buaya is made. 
 
OPTION B: HALF DAY JAKARTA SIGHTSEEING & SHOPPING  TOUR 
This tour featuring the following objects and attractions: 
CITY SIGHTSEEING, Driving through the bustling city, pass Merdeka Square, 
Presidential Palace and visit  National Museum (close on Monday) that is reputedly to 
be the finest in the South East Asia. See the world’s mot complete collection of Han, 
Tang and Ming porcelains.  
FATAHILLAH SQUARE, The city land mark and observe it Fatahillah Museum 
SUNDA KELAPA HARBOUR, the site of Portuguese having traded with the Hindu 
Kingdom of Pajajaran in the early 16th century. Dutch domination of Jakarta old fort 
and warehouses of the Dutch East India Company can still be seen.  
ITC TAMAN ANGGREK, have a shop hopping at the Asia’s largest shopping
